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Growth vs. development

* Development - changes in morphology and function
through the life cycle until maturity

* Growth - increase in size or weight with time
* Ontogeny - timing of development
* Phenology - development in relation to environment

* Rate of development depends on: species, cultivar,
temperature, day length, sowing date
